On Thursday, the headline act is Infinitus, an upbeat string trio featuring twin brothers Alex (on
cello) and Anthony Cheung (on viola), and John "Adidam"” Littlejohn (on violin). Cheline said
that Infinitus can play pretty much any kind of music, ranging from contemporary to classical.

Pianist Lucille Chung is the feature act for Friday, the final night of the festival. Born in
Montreal, Chung first hit the big stage at age 10, when she played with the Montreal Symphony
Orchestra. During her career, she has played with more than 50 world-renowned orchestras,
including the Philadelphia Orchestra, the Moscow Virtuoso and the BCC National Orchestra of
Wales.

"We are just lucky to have her because she is known all over the world," Cheline said.

Each day the festival starts with Vespers at the abbey church, then moves into a half-hour-long
performance by organist Dana Robinson, also held at the church. The night progresses as
patrons head to the Abbey courtyard where they are served a pichic supper, which, like the
main acts, is different each night. And finally, concertgoers are directed to the Damian Center
for the main act.

The quiet environment and scenery of the abbey hill, once a holy place for early Native
Americans, adds to the attraction of the festival, Cheline said.
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"They just like this locale. They like the monastery. They like the church,” Cheline said. "They
love the scenery, and the picnic supper out on the grass. There's just kind of a freshness about
it."
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
